Renault returns as partner of Dutch Design Week
· As official mobility partner, Renault will play a prominent role during Dutch Design Week 2023
· 35 units of the Megane E-Tech electric are deployed by Renault as a 100% electric shuttle service
· The recently unveiled, all-new Renault Scenic E-Tech electric will be shown for the first time in the Netherlands during the event
· Three exclusive Renault concept cars on display at the Renault booth in ‘Het Klokgebouw’

As in 2018 and 2019, Renault is the official partner of this year’s Dutch Design Week (DDW). During the large-scale design event, which will be held from October 21 to 29, 2023, in the Dutch city of Eindhoven, Renault will have its own booth where the all-new Renault Scenic E-Tech electric, as well as three concept cars will be on display. Renault is also deploying 35 units of its all-electric Mégane E-Tech electric as a free shuttle service for visitors to the event.
Over the years, DDW has developed into the largest design event in Northern Europe, where progressive designs and concepts from around 2,600 international designers are exhibited to more than 350,000 visitors from home and abroad. Each year, DDW focuses on a different theme and unites relevant opinions, developments and movements in the world of design and innovation.

DESIGN RIDES

The partnership with DDW is the ideal opportunity for Renault to profile itself in the world of design, which is of paramount importance to the brand. In addition, Renault is increasing its visibility in the city. No fewer than 35 Renault Megane E-Tech electric models are used as ‘Design Rides’. These all-electric cars serve as a free, zero-emission shuttle service to transport visitors between more than a hundred DDW locations throughout Eindhoven. The Design Rides are directly recognizable by the DDW stickers and all have a striking design object from a participating designer on the roof.

DDW’s theme for 2023 is ‘Picture This’ and appeals to everyone’s imagination. We can all imagine what we are heading for as a society and with the planet. How can or should this be done differently? We owe it to ourselves and future generations to focus on what is needed and to take action.

THE FIRST MORE SUSTAINABLY DESIGNED FAMILY CAR

Making progressive, more responsible and safer mobility available to the wider public requires a new approach to cars and how we use them. It means the impact of cars on the environment needs to be reduced throughout their life cycle, from design and production, on the road to the end of their lifespan. In other words: ‘from cradle to grave’.
The all-new fifth generation Renault Scenic, which will be presented to the Dutch public for the first time during Dutch Design Week, brings a new vision on mobility. This pure electric family car is more purposeful, accessible and modern than ever, and takes sustainable development and safety to the next level. Up to 24% of the vehicle’s materials are recycled and 90% of the entire car is recyclable, including the battery. So, our journey to new, safer and more responsible mobility has already begun! Renault Group is on its way to becoming a next-generation company, focused on creating economic value as well as environmental and social value, and aiming for carbon neutrality in Europe by 2040 and globally by 2050.
RENAULT BOOTH IN ‘HET KLOKGEBOUW’
At the Renault booth in ‘Het Klokgebouw’, a famous venue in Eindhoven, visitors to DDW will not only be treated to the new Renault Scenic E-Tech electric. Also on display are three unique concept cars that spotlight iconic Renault designs from the past: the Twingo x Sabine Marcelis, the R5 Diamant by Pierre Gonalons and the R4 Suite n4 by Mathieu Lehanneur.
