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INTRODUCTIE
Als toonaangevend internationaal autosportmerk blijft Alpine in 2025 een van de weinige merken die deelnemen aan twee van de belangrijkste FIA-wereldkampioenschappen.

Met een rijke geschiedenis in endurance racing en twaalf jaar ervaring in deze discipline, begint Alpine aan zijn tweede seizoen met de A424 in de hoogste klasse. Deze Hypercar is ontworpen en ontwikkeld door de teams in Viry-Châtillon. Net als in 2024 zet Alpine Endurance Team twee auto’s in voor het FIA World Endurance Championship.

Alpine vertrouwt op twee sterke rijderscombinaties voor de A424. Het trio Paul-Loup Chatin, Charles Milesi en Ferdinand Habsburg – jong, ambitieus en veelbelovend in 2024 – bestuurt de auto met startnummer 35. Mick Schumacher, Jules Gounon – die na een succesvol jaar als reserverijder promoveert – en Frédéric Makowiecki – een waardevolle nieuwkomer met veel ervaring – nemen plaats in de auto met startnummer 36. Matthieu Vaxiviere, die sinds 2022 deel uitmaakt van het team, blijft betrokken als reserverijder. Alle zeven coureurs spelen een belangrijke rol in de voortdurende ontwikkeling van de A424.

Deze rijders vertegenwoordigen de iconische kleuren van Alpine op mondiaal niveau in een kampioenschap met acht races op vier continenten. Acht prestigieuze fabrikanten nemen deel in de topklasse van de Hypercar-categorie. Een van de hoogtepunten van het seizoen is zonder twijfel de 24 Uur van Le Mans, waarbij het Franse team op eigen bodem zal strijden.

Onder leiding van Bruno Famin, VP Alpine Motorsports, wordt Alpine Endurance Team aangestuurd door Team Principal Philippe Sinault en Sporting Director Nicolas Lapierre. Beiden hebben drie LMP2-overwinningen in Le Mans en twee wereldtitels met Alpine op hun naam staan.

Autosport blijft een essentieel onderdeel van Alpine zijn ambities. Dit werd door Luca de Meo bevestigd in het 'Renaulution'-plan, waarin elk merk binnen Renault Group een duidelijke strategische positie heeft gekregen om groei te stimuleren. Naast endurance is Alpine ook actief in Formule 1, rally, GT, esport en diverse andere autosportdisciplines.
DE AUTO’S VAN ALPINE

ALPINE, EEN MERK GEBOREN UIT AUTOSPORT
De geschiedenis van Alpine begon in 1955, toen Jean Rédélé, een jonge en gepassioneerde autosportliefhebber, het merk oprichtte. Bijna zeventig jaar later is Alpine een gevestigde naam in de internationale autosport. Het merk neemt deel aan de hoogste klassen van het FIA World Endurance Championship en het FIA Formule 1 Wereldkampioenschap, naast diverse andere autosportdisciplines.

De oorspronkelijke A110 werd in 1962 geïntroduceerd en groeide al snel uit tot een kracht in de rallysport. Begin jaren ’70 domineerde Alpine het wereldkampioenschap rally. In 1971 bezette Alpine voor het eerst alle drie de podiumplaatsen van de beroemde Rallye Monte Carlo, een prestatie die in 1973 werd herhaald. Dat jaar veroverde Alpine bovendien de allereerste constructeurstitel in het World Rally Championship.

Terwijl Alpine triomfen vierde in de autosport, groeide ook de productie en verkoop van zijn sportauto’s. In 1969 bouwde het merk zijn fabriek in Dieppe, nu bekend als de Manufacture Alpine Dieppe Jean Rédélé. Twee jaar later werd de A310 geïntroduceerd. In 1973 werd Alpine overgenomen door Renault, waarmee een nieuw hoofdstuk in de geschiedenis van het merk begon. In 1978 behaalde Alpine een van zijn meest legendarische autosportoverwinningen met de algemene zege in de 24 Uur van Le Mans.

Gedreven door deze passie voor autosport en technische expertise bleef Alpine vernieuwende modellen introduceren, zoals de A310 V6 en de GTA. Toen Alpine in 2013 opnieuw werd gelanceerd, werd direct een competitieprogramma opgezet om het merk internationaal op de kaart te zetten. In samenwerking met Signatech boekte Alpine sindsdien talrijke successen op internationale circuits, in het bijzonder op gebied van endurance racing.

Met de lancering van de nieuwe Alpine A110 in 2017 breidde Alpine zijn autosportactiviteiten verder uit. Meerdere raceversies van de A110 werden ontwikkeld, waaronder de A110 Cup voor de Alpine ELF Cup Series, de A110 Rally, winnaar van de FIA R-GT Cup, en de A110 GT4, die in 2018 de GT4 International Cup won.

Sinds 2021 verstevigt Alpine zijn toewijding aan de autosport met deelname aan twee FIA-wereldkampioenschappen, Formule 1 en het World Endurance Championship. Daarnaast zoekt Alpine voortdurend nieuwe uitdagingen, zoals de legendarische Pikes Peak Hill Climb, waar de A110 in 2023 bij zijn allereerste deelname het klasse-record brak.
ALPINE: EEN LEGENDARISCH MERK MET OOG VOOR DE TOEKOMST
HET MODELAANBOD
Sinds 1955 combineert Alpine zijn autosport-DNA met expertise in de ontwikkeling van uitzonderlijke sportauto’s. Met zeventig jaar passie en toewijding aan autosport blijft het merk zijn aanbod verrijken en vernieuwen. Elk model biedt meer inhoud en waarde. Alpine zet met de introductie van de 100% elektrische Dream Garage bovendien een belangrijke stap richting de toekomst.

Alpine A290 

De Alpine A290 is het eerste model van een nieuwe elektrische generatie en markeert de start van Alpines Dream Garage. Deze compacte sportauto brengt Alpine naar een breder publiek en blaast een vergeten categorie nieuw leven in: de hot hatch, geliefd om zijn pure rijplezier. In 2025 is de A290 als eerste Alpine ooit uitgeroepen tot Auto van het Jaar.

Alpine A110 

De A110 belichaamt de essentie van Alpine-rijsensaties. Met zijn lichtgewicht constructie en ongekende wendbaarheid is de A110 gemaakt voor bochtige wegen. Het design verwijst subtiel naar de legendarische Berlinette, terwijl moderne aerodynamische verbeteringen de auto niet alleen efficiënter maken, maar ook direct herkenbaar.

Alpine A110 R Ultime

De op de Mondial de l’Auto 2024 in Parijs geïntroduceerde A110 R Ultime is de meest sportieve en extreme straatlegale Alpine ooit. Met 254 kW (345 pk) en 420 Nm koppel sprint de Ultime in 3,8 seconden van 0 naar 100 km/u. Dit exclusieve model biedt een ongeëvenaarde rijervaring en een uniek personalisatieprogramma. De A110 R Ultime wordt in een gelimiteerde oplage van 110 exemplaren geproduceerd.

Alpine A390

De A390, voorafgegaan door de A390_β showcar, wordt Alpine’s eerste 100% elektrische sportieve fastback. Dit model verschijnt in 2025 en voegt een nieuwe dimensie toe aan de sportieve line-up van Alpine. De A390 vormt een aanvulling op de A290 en gaat vooraf aan de toekomstige elektrische A110. Daarmee is het de tweede van drie modellen in Alpine zijn Dream Garage: het ultieme sportautogamma voor gepassioneerde rijders.

ALPINE ENDURANCE TEAM
De heropleving van Alpine begon begin 2012 en werd het jaar daarop versterkt met een endurance-raceprogramma. Dit programma was bedoeld als voorbereiding op de lancering van de nieuwe A110, die trouw blijft aan de tijdloze principes van Jean Rédélé.

De technische, sportieve en logistieke aspecten werden toevertrouwd aan Signatech. Sindsdien is deze samenwerking uitgebreid naar de gehele Signature Group, die verantwoordelijk is voor de ontwikkeling en commercialisering van de Alpine A110 Cup, GT4, R-GT, GT+ en Pikes Peak. Daarnaast organiseert het bedrijf de Alpine ELF Cup Series en de Alpine ELF Rally Trophy.

De geschiedenis van de Signature Group begon in de Formule 3, waarin het team meerdere nationale en internationale titels won. Het speelde een sleutelrol in de carrières van diverse succesvolle coureurs, waaronder Benoît Tréluyer, Loïc Duval, Nicolas Lapierre, Romain Grosjean, Edoardo Mortara en Alex Albon.

In 2009 maakte het team een belangrijke overstap door voor het eerst deel te nemen aan de 24 Uur van Le Mans. In 2013 werd Signatech aangesteld om het Endurance-programma van Alpine te beheren, als onderdeel van de strategie om het merk opnieuw op de kaart te zetten. Alpine won in zijn eerste seizoen direct de Europese titel, een prestatie die in 2014 werd herhaald. Vervolgens behaalde Alpine overwinningen in de 24 Uur van Le Mans in 2016, 2018 en 2019. Daarnaast pakte het team twee wereldtitels in de seizoenen 2016 en 2018-2019.

Met de terugkeer van Alpine naar de koningsklasse van het FIA World Endurance Championship, wordt deze unieke expertise en technische knowhow nu volledig ingezet voor het Alpine Endurance Team.
BRUNO FAMIN

VP Alpine Motorsports
Bruno Famin oversees all other Renault Group motorsport activities, as VP Alpine Motorsports and Executive Director, Viry-Châtillon.

Bruno began his time in motorsport with Peugeot in 1989, working with Peugeot Talbot Sport on engines and gearboxes.

In 2005, Bruno was made Technical Director of Peugeot Sport and by 2012, he took over as Director of the Company. He played a seminal role in the Le Mans winning 908 project and the record-breaking Pikes Peak Victory in 2013 at the hands of Sebastien Loeb. Bruno was also at the helm of three Dakar Rally victories between 2016 and 2018 as well as the 2015 World Rallycross Championship win.

By 2019, Bruno became Director of Operations and then Deputy Secretary General for the Fédération Internationale de l’Automobile [FIA]. His main role was to manage the integration of all the federation’s Sporting, Technical, Safety and Support functions, and to deal with FIA Championships promoters.
From 2023 until 2024, Bruno served as Team Principal of BWT Alpine Formula One Team, leading the Alpine Formula One project.

Q&A
How would you sum up the Alpine A424's inaugural season, and what are your goals for 2025?

Logically, 2024 was a learning year at every level. The team learned to work together, and our understanding of the car gradually improved. By the end of the season, we were in a position to fight for the podium, which was truly satisfying.

With the Hypercar regulations, performance is hidden in details that we must continue to identify and optimise. Performance consistency and optimising the use of Michelin tyres throughout a race are key points.

We know we still have a lot of work to do in all areas in an environment that will be even more competitive this season. Continuing our progress is our primary target.
PHILIPPE SINAULT
Team Principal Alpine Endurance Team

Born a few hours after the legendary finish of the 1966 24 Hours of Le Mans, Phillipe Sinault's destiny was quickly linked to motorsport.

Philippe was a driver in single-seater feeder series and graduated from Bordeaux University with a degree in communications before discovering his gift for developing programmes with the support of recognised partners. In 1990, he founded Groupe Signature with his business partner Jean-Pierre Tallan, joined by Lionel Chevalier. The company's competition division soon enjoyed success and titles on the national and international scenes while also making a vital contribution to the careers of several well-known drivers. 

In 2009, Philippe took Signatech into endurance racing, with a first appearance in the 24 Hours of Le Mans. After a promising start with Aston Martin and an Intercontinental Le Mans Cup crown with Nissan in 2011, Alpine entrusted him with responsibility for the programme to develop the brand's reputation. Philippe led this project, immediately winning European Le Mans Series titles in 2013 and 2014, followed by three victories in the 24 Hours of Le Mans (2016, 2018 and 2019) and two world titles (2016 and 2018-2019) in LMP2.

With several successful decades in motorsport behind him, Philippe Sinault is contributing his qualities as a leader of men to Alpine's ambitions at Endurance racing's highest level.

Q&A
With four drivers returning in 2025, is stability important?

Together with Bruno and Nicolas, we felt it was crucial to build on the strong foundations we had laid. Charles, Ferdinand, Mick and Paul-Loup have made huge contributions to setting up the project, showing real dedication. It's a fine group that has put their interests aside to advance our learning, and we want to build on that. We all want to turn the potential we saw in 2024 into more consistent results in 2025. 
Why did you choose to promote Jules Gounon to a race seat?

Jules has continued his integration through his role as a reverse driver and has met our expectations. Last year, Jules was almost a regular starter, as he contested half the season. The potential was there, and we knew that his GT experience would bring a lot to our Hypercar project from a technical point of view. That was the case, so we were keen to promote him to the race team to build on what we set out to do a year ago.
What strengths does Frédéric Makowiecki bring?

The arrival of Frédéric Makowiecki is a real plus. His presence will give us the benefit of his vast experience, as well as his racing and technical credentials. He is known for his pertinence, analysis insight, situational intelligence, and technical understanding of the car. His mindset and character mirror our project. His personality makes you want to work with him. He likes to share and exchange ideas while remaining extremely demanding. His contribution will help us improve, and we are sure he will fit in well with our team and help us achieve our common goal.
NICOLAS LAPIERRE
Sporting Director Alpine Endurance Team

Nicolas Lapierre has been instrumental in some of the finest moments in Alpine's history, with three victories in the 24 Hours of Le Mans and two LMP2 world titles.
A single-seater winner in Macau with Signature, Nicolas Lapierre switched to endurance racing in 2008. He won his first race with Team Oreca Matmut before joining Toyota in the premier class. His crowning glory came with Signatech Alpine, with whom he challenged the leading Hypercar contenders in 2021 and 2022.
A reference in the discipline, Nicolas Lapierre has contributed his experience and expertise to the development of the Alpine A424, with which he ended his professional racing career with a magnificent podium finish last year at Fuji. 
Since 1 January 2025, Nicolas Lapierre has taken on the role of Alpine Endurance Team Sporting Director, tasked with improving the overall performance of the drivers and the team. His racing experience and perfect knowledge of the world of endurance racing are substantial assets for Alpine Endurance Team.
Q&A
What does your role as sporting director entail?

My primary aim is to ensure that our drivers perform at their best on track. It involves their selection process and support whilst smoothing the link between the sporting and technical sides. In this respect, I bring all my experience to our crews. Endurance racing is on a fantastic trajectory, and I believe in the Alpine project. We must continue our efforts at all levels to reach the following milestones.
How did you feel after beginning your new role in Bahrain? 

I was in an extremely interesting observation role in Bahrain. The goal was to see how the team operates on the other side of the pit wall. Discovering this facet of the FIA World Endurance Championship was enriching, as I'm in contact with race management and the organisers. I learned all the ins and outs, which was essential before the 1,812 kilometres of Qatar.

How were the drivers selected?

By bringing back five drivers, we are opting for stability to continue working on our learning campaign. We're delighted to have Charles, Ferdinand, Jules, Mick and Paul-Loup back on board. We also welcome Frédéric Makowiecki, an endurance racing specialist with an excellent technical background. His profile and contributions are exactly what we need at this phase of the project. We're delighted to have such an asset join our ranks.

ALPINE A424
Presented for the first time during the Centenary edition of the 24 Hours of Le Mans, the Alpine A424_β lifted the veil on Alpine's future Hypercar competing in the premier class of the FIA World Endurance Championship. 

During development testing, the A424_β became the A424 while retaining its Alpine DNA design. The A424 is the quintessence of Alpine's automotive and sporting artistry, both aesthetically and technically. Under the leadership of Antony Villain, Alpine design director, and Raphaël Linari, Alpine’s exterior and racing chief designer, the design team has taken full advantage of the possibilities offered by the LMDh regulations. The bodywork must reflect the styling cues of the brand's production vehicles, whose interests they are defending, hence the unrivalled style of the A424. 

This prototype foreshadows Alpine's future lighting signature on an extremely racy and assertive front end, while the rear reveals two exceptionally impactful A arrows. The triangular motif, echoing the Alpine snowflakes, is also manifested in the styling of the daggerboards and rear wing. The bodywork is sleek and smooth around the cockpit, like a road-going supercar. The flanks also take their inspiration from those of the Alpenglow, the concept car that set out Alpine's ambitions for both its production and competition models.

Designed to meet the ambitious technical regulations of the governing bodies, the Alpine A424 is homologated by the FIA and IMSA. The chassis, created in collaboration with Oreca, features a 3.4-litre V6 engine and a standard hybrid system. The Alpine teams focused most notably on powertrain integration and aerodynamics during development, resulting in shapes of a refinement unseen before at this level of the sport.

Q&A
How are you preparing for the new season with Alpine?

I want to thank Alpine for their continued confidence in 2025. I'm already looking forward to the calendar's first race to see where we stand with all the experience gained in 2024. How does it feel to join Alpine?

It's something special to represent a French manufacturer in the FIA World Endurance Championship with the possibility of aiming for an overall victory in the 24 Hours of Le Mans, especially as Alpine has a vibrant motorsport history. ALPINE IN ENDURANCE

Alpine has always relied on competition to support its development, particularly in Endurance racing, where the brand has written some of the finest chapters in its motorsport history.
THE ORIGINS (1962-1969)
In 1962, Jean Rédélé begins the development of the Alpine M63, the first model of a prototype powered by a 996cc Gordini engine. The following year, Alpine debuts in the 24 Hours of Le Mans, relying on lightness, aerodynamic finesse and reduced engine capacity to quickly win the "Energy Efficiency Index" and "Performance Index". The Alpine M65 with Lucien and Mauro Bianchi wins the 1965 Nürburgring 500 kilometres. The Alpine A210 and its variants are next on the scene, with numerous successes in Europe and Le Mans until 1969.
THE QUEST FOR LE MANS (1973-1978)

In 1973, Alpine presents the A440 with a clear goal: to win the 2-litre European Sports Prototype Championship before designing a car to win Le Mans. The following year, the European title goes to Alain Serpaggi’s A441, and the brand launches the development of a new turbocharged 1,996 cm3 engine developing 490 bhp with the Alpine A441 Turbo chassis, then with the A442 to compete in the World Championship for Makes from 1976. This car claims pole position in its first 24 Hours of Le Mans. Alpine then focuses exclusively on this event, and its crowning glory comes in 1978 with the Alpine A442B, driven by Jean-Pierre Jaussaud and Didier Pironi.
THE PRIVATEER ERA (1979-1994)

Having met its targets, the team switches all its focus to Formula 1, where it proves again its mastery of the turbo. Meanwhile, privateer teams continue to compete with Alpine in the Le Mans 24 Hours until 1994.
WINNING RETURN (2013-2020)

Alpine officially returns to competition to accompany its renaissance. The Alpine A450 immediately makes its mark with back-to-back European Le Mans Series titles in 2013 and 2014. After an LMP2 podium finish at Le Mans, the Signatech-Alpine team enters the FIA World Endurance Championship. In 2016, the Alpine A460 wins in the Sarthe and takes both world titles in its category with Nicolas Lapierre, Gustavo Menezes and Stéphane Richelmi. From 2017, the Alpine A470 also enjoys success and Pierre Thiriet, Nicolas Lapierre and André Negrão score a victory at the 2018 24 Hours of Le Mans to celebrate the 40th anniversary of the 1978 win. The trio repeats the feat 12 months later, giving Alpine its second world drivers and team titles during the 2018-2019 Super-Season.
THE PREMIER CATEGORY CHALLENGE (SINCE 2021)
Alpine rejoins the premier category of the FIA WEC in 2021. The Alpine A480 shakes the hierarchy in two seasons with a podium finish at Le Mans, followed by historic wins at Sebring and Monza. Runner-up in the World Endurance Championship, Alpine moves down a class in 2023 to prepare its return to Hypercar racing with the A424 from 2024. In its first campaign with stronger competition than ever, the A-arrow brand's Hypercar finishes on the podium at the 6 Hours of Fuji and fourth in the championship.

FIA WORLD ENDURANCE CHAMPIONSHIP

FIA WEC KEY POINTS
The FIA WEC competitors are split in two categories: Hypercar prototypes and LMGT3 GTs. The #35 and #36 Alpine A424s are entered in the Hypercar category, which race numbers are white against a red background.
Created in 2021, the Hypercar is the premier category of the FIA World Endurance Championship, with two types of prototypes: LMH and LMDh. The LMDh must be based on one of four chassis accepted by the ACO, FIA and IMSA, fitted with an engine of their choice, and a standard hybrid system developing up to 50 kW. With the A424, Alpine has chosen the LMDh route with its long-standing partner Oreca.

To ensure sporting equity, the governing bodies have defined a number of principles, including an aerodynamic performance window to be respected, a minimum weight of 1,030 kg and a power output. The FIA and the ACO are also using the "Balance of Performance" (BoP) formula jointly designed by both parties. The BoP also helps to combat inflation in development costs.
Michelin is the official tyre supplier in the Hypercar category. The use of slick tyres is limited. Twelve tyres are allowed for free practice, four for the Hyperpole and 18 for qualifying and a six-hour race (26 for eight-hour races, and 32 for ten-hour races). 
The composition of the crews entered in the Hypercar category is open, as long as there are no Bronze drivers. The classification of the drivers is defined by the FIA on the basis of their past results. In addition, there are no driving time restrictions in the Hypercar category.
Each driver has a licence issued with a capital of 12 points. In the case of a penalty sanctioning on-track behaviour, the race stewards may order a deduction of points. A driver who loses all their points is suspended for the next race.
Qualifying is held in two stages. With only one driver per car, a 12-minute session gathers all the Hypercars. Following this, the ten cars with the fastest lap times will qualify for a ten-minute Hyperpole to determine the top ten grid positions.

New for the 24 Hours of Le Mans, the 15 fastest Hypercars in qualifying on Wednesday will be eligible for the 20-minute Hyperpole 1 (H1) session the following day. The ten best cars will compete for pole position during the 15-minute Hyperpole 2 (H2) session. The 12 tyres allocated must only be used for H1 and H2. In addition, competitors taking part in H2 will have to designate a different driver from the one behind the wheel of the car in H1.
Points are awarded to competitors classified at the end of a race: 25, 18, 15, 12, 10, 8, 6, 4, 2 and 1 points for the top ten. A bonus point is awarded for pole position (best lap time outright in Hyperpole) in each category. This scale is assigned a coefficient of 1.5 for the eight-hour and ten-hour races, and doubled for the 24 Hours of Le Mans.
The FIA World Endurance Championship Teams’ and Drivers' titles are restricted to the Hypercar entries.
