De Renault Duster is meer dan een model. Het is een begrip – zeker in India. Sinds de wereldwijde lancering in 2010 vonden bijna twee miljoen klanten hun weg naar de Duster. Daarmee verstevigde Renault zijn positie in het segment van compacte SUV’s. Het model werd ontworpen met een duidelijke focus op robuustheid, betaalbaarheid en rijplezier, en wist zich steeds aan te passen aan de wensen van een groeiend en steeds diverser publiek. De nieuwe Duster is een volledig nieuw ontworpen model van de volgende generatie: een icoon dat Renault opnieuw heeft vormgegeven voor de Indiase markt, als onderdeel van het strategische Renault International Game Plan 2027.
Renault Duster: de auto die een nieuw segment begon in India
Met zijn introductie in India in 2012 legde de Renault Duster de basis voor het B+-segment van compacte SUV’s. Vandaag de dag is dit segment een van de meest dynamische van de Indiase automarkt, goed voor 14% van de totale personenautoverkoop in 2025. Als echte pionier wist de Duster zich met meer dan 200.000 verkochte exemplaren staande te houden in een uiterst competitieve markt. Daarmee groeide het model uit tot een symbool van vrijheid en vooruitstrevend denken – twee eigenschappen die naadloos aansluiten bij het karakter van de Indiase autowereld.

India: een van de meest dynamische markten ter wereld
De Indiase automarkt heeft de afgelopen jaren een sterke groei doorgemaakt. Inmiddels is India de derde automarkt ter wereld en vormt het een strategische pijler binnen de plannen van Renault. Het merk versterkt er zijn positie als onderdeel van de wereldwijde uitrol van het ‘Renault International Game Plan 2027’.
De voortdurende groei van de Indiase markt gaat gepaard met ingrijpende veranderingen in het consumentengedrag. Sinds 2012 is het aandeel SUV’s in de markt fors toegenomen: van 12% naar bijna 55%. Deze verschuiving is het resultaat van een golf aan nieuwe modelintroducties én veranderende verwachtingen van klanten. Tegelijkertijd is het aandeel van de traditionele ‘mini’- en ‘compacte’-segmenten in India sterk teruggelopen.
Vijf industriële hubs voor een wereldwijd modellengamma
Als het grootste Franse automerk ter wereld investeert Renault € 3 miljard in het strategische plan om het aanbod en de winstgevendheid wereldwijd te versterken (Renault International Game Plan 2027).

Daarvoor werkt Renault samen met vijf strategische industriële hubs buiten Europa – in India, Marokko, Turkije, Zuid-Korea en Latijns-Amerika – aan de ontwikkeling, productie en wereldwijde uitrol van acht nieuwe modellen. Dankzij de combinatie van lokale expertise, technologische slagkracht en industriële flexibiliteit ondersteunen deze hubs de versnelling van het productoffensief van de Groep.
“Als onderdeel van het Renault International Game Plan 2027 maken we van India een sleutelmarkt voor onze groei buiten Europa. We beschikken in Chennai over een krachtig ecosysteem waarin design, engineering, productie en lokale activiteiten op het hoogste niveau samenkomen. Daarmee is India uitgegroeid tot een van de meest complete en krachtige hubs binnen het wereldwijde netwerk van Renault. We hebben vandaag de middelen in huis om onze ambities in India volledig waar te maken, klanten beter te begrijpen en producten te leveren die écht zijn afgestemd op deze markt. De nieuwe Duster is daarbij de eerste stap in de herpositionering van Renault in India.”

Sterke lokale aanwezigheid in India
De nieuwe Renault Duster wordt geassembleerd in de fabriek in Chennai – een van de vijf industriële hubs van Renault buiten Europa. Deze keuze onderstreept de ambitie van het merk om auto’s dicht bij hun afzetmarkten te bouwen en zo bij te dragen aan de verdere groei van de Indiase auto-industrie.
Sinds 31 juli 2025 is de fabriek volledig eigendom van Renault Group, nadat de aandelen van Nissan zijn teruggekocht. In Chennai worden modellen geproduceerd voor zowel Renault als Nissan. Sinds de opening in 2008 zijn er meer dan drie miljoen auto’s geassembleerd, waarvan 1,2 miljoen bestemd waren voor export naar ruim 100 landen. Daarnaast produceerde de fabriek 4,6 miljoen motoren en versnellingsbakken. Momenteel worden er de Renault Triber en Kiger gebouwd, twee modellen die in 2025 zijn geïntroduceerd.
Renault beschikt daarnaast over een nieuw ontwerpbureau: het Renault Design Center Chennai. Deze faciliteit, die in augustus 2025 officieel werd geopend, markeert een belangrijke stap in de aanwezigheid van Renault in India. Volledig in lijn met de nieuwe merkstrategie ‘renault. rethink’ geeft het centrum uiting aan een ambitieuze, vernieuwende visie voor de Indiase markt.
Ook op het gebied van engineering is Renault sterk vertegenwoordigd. De Groep beschikt over een toonaangevend ontwikkelcentrum in samenwerking met Nissan, dat actief betrokken is bij het ontwerpen en aanpassen van modellen voor zowel de lokale als internationale markten.
Nieuwe Duster: sleutelmodel voor versnelde groei in India
Renault is stevig verankerd in India, met meer dan 350 dealers en 450 servicepunten verspreid over het hele land. De introductie van de nieuwe Duster vormt een belangrijke stap binnen de modelvernieuwingsstrategie van het merk. Het model voegt zich bij het huidige gamma, dat bestaat uit de Kwid (compact), de Triber (7-persoons SUV <4 meter) en de Kiger (5-persoons coupé-SUV <4 meter).
De nieuwe Renault Duster wordt in het voorjaar van 2026 onthuld in India. Later volgt de lancering in onder meer Zuid-Afrika en de Golfstaten.

Sophisticated, modern and expressive exterior design
With New Renault Duster, the brand is reinventing its iconic multi-purpose SUV with a sophisticated and elegant design. While remaining faithful to its heritage of adventure, the new model gains a more stylish and contemporary character. The emphasis on both function and appearance is visible in every detail. With its muscular body lines, new-generation technologies and visible improvements in perceived quality, New Duster reflects Renault’s ambitions to create an elegant adventurer, equally at ease on or off the beaten track.
Rugged and modern
The identity of New Renault Duster is based on a simple equation: strong styling and real functionality. Every line and every surface is designed to express strength, refinement and contemporary style. This elegant adventurer boasts a muscular body, with strong shoulder lines and generous ground clearance (21.2 cm), allowing it to handle all types of terrain.
The front end features an oversized trapezoidal grille with a chrome trim, framed by full LED headlamps (depending on version), featuring the new light signature present across Renault's international range. This signature gives the vehicle a dynamic, high-tech look, while also improving visibility. More than just a name, 'Duster' proudly signs its identity in the centre of the grille, replacing the diamond logo.
At the rear, continuity is ensured by LED lights echoing the style of the headlamps. A line of light runs between them, showcased by the glossy black and chrome of the beltline. This design makes the vehicle look wider and gives it a more powerful on-road stance. Under the light strip, a black grained trim feature with a grooved design highlights the upmarket character of New Renault Duster. On top spec versions, the name 'Duster' appears in relief, circled in yellow, underlining the three-dimensional aspect of the logo. 
Styled for adventure
New Renault Duster celebrates the spirit of adventure. With specially designed SUV features such as lower body protection, front and rear skid plates, large wheel arches, roof rails and sculpted bumpers, it is clearly ready for adventure and action, while also remaining protective. 
The emphasis placed on aerodynamics and the perceived quality of assembly illustrates the progression of New Renault Duster towards greater maturity as an SUV. Diamond-cut 17- or 18-inch alloy wheels complete a design considered in every detail.
New Renault Duster is 4.35m long, 1.81m wide and 1.66m tall, compact but with generous interior space owing to its wheelbase of 2.66m. 
With approach and departure angles of 25.7° and 29.2° respectively, New Renault Duster is ready to venture well beyond the beaten track. The reinforced structural stiffness of the chassis and the engine guard reflect Renault's ambition to maintain the spirit of the original model: an SUV built to last and developed for all types of terrain.

Six colours and a two-tone finish on launch
New Renault Duster will be available in six colours at launch: Jade Mountain Green, Pearl White, Moonlight Silver, Stealth Black, Sunset Red and River Blue. “Jade Mountain Green” is  a new, exclusive shade, a deep green inspired by the Himalayan forest, bringing to mind nature and endurance. It is enhanced by yellow inserts for a modern, dynamic look.
A two-tone finish with a gloss black roof and rear spoiler (depending on version) will also be available from launch, underlining the sophisticated design and upmarket credentials of New Renault Duster.
A cabin redesigned for comfort
The interior design of New Renault Duster reflects the change of era. The cabin has been fully redesigned to deliver a modern, comfortable and intuitive driving experience. Built on the upgraded electronic/electrical architecture of Renault Group's new modular platform, the multimedia system features Google Automotive Services technology. Users gain access to a full range of Google services built-in (Google Maps, Google Assistant and the Google Play applications catalogue) for an offering unique on the market.
A sophisticated, high-tech dashboard
The cleanly designed one-piece horizontal dashboard of New Duster features the OpenR twin screen display, the brand's high-tech signature. In front of the driver is a multifunction steering wheel in grained coated fabric (TEP). The digital instrument cluster measuring up to 10.25 inches (7 inches on entry-level versions) groups all the driving information, while a central 10.1-inch touchscreen – one of the largest in its class – manages multimedia and connected functions. 
This coherent and immersive layout offers an experience ranking among the best in its class. Designed for intuitive reading of data, it reduces the cognitive load of the driver. 
New Renault Duster also features unique mood lighting. Lighting transitions (up to 48 colours) can be controlled automatically depending on the driving mode selected via the Multi-Sense settings, for total sensory immersion.
The raised centre console is inspired by high-end Renault models. It includes e-Shifter gear control, an electric parking brake, an induction charger, two USB-C ports, cup holders and a 4-litre storage space with a cooling function. Overall, New Renault Duster offers 33 litres of interior storage space.
A modern multimedia system unique in its class, with Google Automotive Services
New Renault Duster marks a disruptive leap in the technology available on the B+ SUV segment in India. Taking advantage of Renault Group's new modular platform, it now features Google Automotive Services. The OpenR link multimedia system with Google built-in transforms the in-car experience, with direct access to Google Maps, Google Assistant and the Google Play applications catalogue.
Google Maps offers smarter navigation with real-time information, optimised routes and offline capability. Further, the Google voice assistant “Hey, Google!” lets users control a range of vehicle functions by voice, or request information using more natural language.
Finally, New Duster also offers direct access to the Google Play catalogue, a feature that is once again unique in its class. Users can enhance their in-car experience by downloading compatible apps (music, podcasts, weather, information services, etc.).

Google Gemini
Google's AI assistant, Gemini, will replace Google Assistant as part of a future update. As a true conversational assistant powered by artificial intelligence, Gemini is able to go much further. Rather than having to remember the exact phrase for what you want, you can have a normal conversation with Gemini and carry out more complex tasks. You can also interrupt it mid-sentence or switch languages seamlessly at any point in a conversation.
Gemini will be available in all Renault cars featuring OpenR link with Google built-in services, including those already on the road through an over-the-air update.
A spacious, comfortable interior
Inside, the materials and colour palette of New Renault Duster give it a more contemporary, sophisticated look, reflecting an excellent level of perceived quality.
Dual-zone climate control with a PM2.5 particulate filter and ioniser improves interior air quality, while power-adjustable ventilated seats ensure optimum comfort in hot climates. The seats also gain a new variable-density structure to improve comfort. Top-spec versions feature power front seats, a sliding central armrest and grained coated (TEP) upholstery with top-stitching and perforations. The door panels have been redesigned to include an armrest upholstered in the same colour as the seats.
With a wheelbase of 2,657 mm, New Renault Duster is designed to be exceptionally family friendly. At the rear, passengers enjoy generous space, improved light levels with the panoramic sunroof – one of the largest in its class – and optimised thermal comfort via dedicated air vents.
Acoustics have also been improved, with road and engine noise reduced significantly following extensive work on the insulation and engine mounting points.
All this makes for a relaxing, elegant and high-tech interior. New Renault Duster is an SUV combining a real sense of adventure with the refinement required for modern life. The audio system (Arkamys), optimised for natural sound, adapts to the driver's profile through customisable spatial settings.
New Duster ships with a power tailgate opening onto one of the most spacious boots in its class, with a total capacity of 518 litres. At the same time, the modular rear bench (60/40) makes daily life easier.
Powertrains and chassis: efficiency, performance and driving pleasure
With New Renault Duster, Renault is upgrading its iconic SUV with a new-generation technical base.  Built on Renault Group's new modular platform, it is able to accommodate high-performance, efficient powertrains, including the full Hybrid E-Tech 160, a first for a Renault model in India.
A modern, compact platform
Built on Renault Group's new modular platform, already used on Kardian and Boreal, New Renault Duster gains a modern technical base developed to improve driving pleasure, comfort and safety. It also provides access to new-generation equipment, including an electric parking brake, for a comfortable and contemporary driving experience.
The full hybrid E-Tech 160 powertrain spearheading the range
In line with the brand’s international strategic plan to electrify one in three models outside Europe by 2027, New Renault Duster will be available a few months after launch with the full hybrid E-Tech 160hp powertrain already present on other Renault models such as Captur, Symbioz and New Clio. This particularly efficient full hybrid E-Tech powertrain delivers the best compromise between performance and fuel efficiency.
It is based on a 1.8-litre (1,789 cm3) direct injection 4-cylinder petrol engine running on the Atkinson cycle with total output of 160 hp (80 kW) at 5,750 rpm for torque of 172 Nm. It works with two electric motors through an intelligent multimode gearbox with 15 modes. Finally, the battery has a capacity of 1.4 kWh, operating at 280V.
When the car is not running in all-electric mode, the system switches automatically between four other modes through the multimode gearbox:
· Dynamic hybrid: ICE and electric motors drive the wheels together.
· Electric motion: the electric motor drives the wheels, while the internal combustion engine charges the battery.
· ICE: the petrol engine alone drives the wheels.
· Energy recovery: the electric motor regenerates the battery during deceleration.
In everyday use, New Renault Duster can be driven in all-electric mode up to 80% of the time in the city, reducing fuel consumption by up to 40% compared to a classical combustion engine. With this powertrain, New Renault Duster has a total range capacity of up to 1,000 km.
Two more powertrains, both advanced and fuel-efficient
New Renault Duster also ships with the Turbo TCe 100, a three-cylinder turbocharged petrol engine with multipoint injection and a capacity of 999 cm3. Maximum output is 100 hp (74 kW) at 5,000 rpm with 160 Nm of torque available between 2,800 and 3,600 rpm. It is mated to a six-speed manual gearbox Particularly smooth and pleasant to drive in the city, this engine also offers excellent fuel efficiency.
New Renault Duster is also available with the Turbo TCe 160, a four-cylinder turbocharged petrol engine with direct injection and a capacity of 1,333 cm3. Output is 160 hp (119,7 kW) at 5,250 rpm. It boasts a generous 280 Nm of torque from 2,000 rpm. This engine is mated to a six-speed manual or six-speed DCT dual-clutch gearbox. With this engine, New Renault Duster delivers a smooth, responsive and efficient driving experience with generous torque from low revs.
Easy handling for all types of use
Designed for confident, relaxed driving, New Renault Duster features independent front suspension with McPherson struts, coil springs, a stabiliser bar and transverse link. At the rear, the semi-independent suspension features a torsion beam rear axle with coil springs and dampers.
This set-up ensures exemplary stability on motorways with handling that strikes a perfect balance between comfort and precision. In the city, it easily soaks up bumps and potholes, for a smooth, relaxed ride, even on the worst roads. With the specially tuned chassis and suspension, comfort remains constant, and roadholding is optimised for the variable conditions of the Indian road network.
At high speeds, stability remains excellent, contributing to a confident driving experience. On winding roads or major traffic routes, New Renault Duster delivers a smooth, enjoyable and composed driving experience, illustrating Renault's technical expertise in comfort and driveability.

Safe, confident driving with a range of driving aids
Safety is a crucial aspect in India. For this reason, the brand decided to equip New Renault Duster with features reflecting Renault's Human First Programme and the real needs of the Indian market. Packed with technology, New Renault Duster ships with a full set of 17 driving aids (ADAS), a first in the range, making every journey safer, smoother and more stress-free. Organised around three main pillars – driving, parking and safety – this technological line-up places New Renault Duster on a par with the best in the next segment up.
Relaxed driving
Adaptive cruise control with Stop & Go automatically maintains speed and distance from the vehicle in front, even in heavy traffic. Lane Keeping Assist (LKA) and Lane Departure Warning (LDW) functions contribute to active safety on long journeys.
Easy parking
Manoeuvres are made easier by a comprehensive system that includes a 360° camera with panoramic vision, front, rear and side parking sensors, and a 3D dynamic view on the central screen. Flank Protection, a function exclusive in this class, warns the driver of any obstacles on either side at low speeds.
Making travel even safer
New Renault Duster features automatic emergency braking (AEB) capable of detecting vehicles, pedestrians and cyclists. Blind spot warning (BSW), traffic sign recognition (TSR) and driver drowsiness and attention monitoring (DDAW) complete the package. Automatic high beam and weather recognition functions ensure optimum visibility in all conditions.
Each system can be customised from the central screen or the “My Safety Switch” button, allowing drivers to adjust the aids to suit their preferences. The functions are reactivated automatically on start-up, for maximum safety.
Previously reserved for vehicles further up the market, these features make New Renault Duster a modern and confident SUV.
